Introduction

This is a bibliography of methodological approaches and discussions concerning fieldwork in China, and it is to our knowledge the first of its kind. Methodological approaches and discussions concerning fieldwork often appear as chapters, appendixes or parts of chapters, appendixes, prefaces, prologues etc., making many of the references below parts thereof. 

The bibliography does not claim to be universally inclusive or fully representative in all of the academic disciplines mentioned. Nor does it claim that any of the references listed below are more representative or have a more solid foundation than anyone not included. The bibliography should be seen as a tool for any student or researcher interested in or about to initiate a fieldwork project in China, or who has encountered problems during a fieldwork process. 

The bibliography focuses solely on fieldwork in China and does not contain any specific references to more theoretical discussions concerning fieldwork in general. Furthermore only material published 1990 or later is included due to the above-mentioned reason, that the bibliography should be seen as an instrument for conducting fieldwork today.
